III.
COURSE OVERVIEW 
This course seeks to:

1) Introduce students to the basic terminology and principles of music to enhance the student’s ability to critically articulate their listening experiences (GE #2, 3).

2) To listen to and learn about the history of Western art music from the Middle Ages to the present (GE #5).

3) To listen to and learn about music form non-Western cultures where appropriate to foster an appreciation for music and peoples of different cultures (GE # 2, 5, 8).

4) To integrate the listening experience with the historical overview of Western civilization through listening to recorded music in and outside of class, as well as attending musical events on or off campus (GE # 2, 5)

1) Identification and knowledge of the major stylistic periods of Western music.

CONCERT/RECITAL REPORTS:   You are required to attend three musical events during the semester.  Vary your concert experiences by attending three of the following events:

a)  professional, college, high school or community/civic symphony orchestra or choir concert

b)  an opera (or collection of opera scenes)

c)  solo recital (voice, wind, brass, percussion, piano, organ, string, guitar, etc.)

d)  a small instrumental or vocal group (string quartet, woodwind quintet, vocal duo/trio/quartet, etc.)

e)  professional or college jazz ensemble

f)  musical theater production (Fiddler on the Roof, Cats, Oklahoma, West Side Story, etc.)

g)  ballet (with live musicians)

The following events WILL NOT COUNT as recital/concert credit:

a)  rock, country, folk/bluegrass,  r&b, rap, or gospel/contemporary Christian concerts

b)  church musicals that do not use music by composers similar to those in this text

c)  performers younger than high school age

d)  church services in which there is not a designated concert of at least 45 minutes of uninterrupted music

e)  halftime shows at football games

In all cases, the instructor reserves the discretion as to the legitimacy of a concert for this requirement.

RULE OF THUMB: When in doubt, ask first.  Acceptable performances to attend will be posted and announced in the music classroom (room G115).  You are encouraged to bring announcements of upcoming events to class for the benefit of your classmates.  Many of these events are free, but some may have a small or no admission charge.  Ask BEFORE attending.  This will save you a lot of time and, in some cases, money.

For each of these events, you are REQUIRED to write a report of no less than 1.5 double-spaced typed pages, 8.5” x 11” standard white paper. Your type size can be no larger than 12 point. HANDWRITTEN REPORTS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.   Each report must have a cover page listing your name, time, date, location and name of the concert performer or group. Do not title the first page of you report. Your report will give an overview of the event, discussing musical highlights and your overall impression of the presentation.  Discuss elements of the music that you can recognize in the music if you can.  The purpose of this exercise is to allow you to express your impressions of a musical performance, not merely a critique of the performer(s).  When discussing the music, include the composer’s name and title of the composition.  Attach a ticket stub and program to your report if they are available.  Your report should be written as soon as possible while the event is still fresh on your mind. These three reports, along with any ticket stubs or programs are to be placed together in a folder and turned in at the last exam. Reports will not be accepted after the close of the deadline day for the last exam—no exceptions.

VII.
ATTENDANCE AND EXAMINATION POLICY INFORMATION

This course is taught under the assumption that each student will attend every class if possible. Each student should attend class as regularly as a good employee attempts to never miss a day of work. Although attendance is taken at the start of every class meeting as required by federal guidelines, your grade will not be affected in any way based on class attendance. However, students who rarely miss class are often best prepared for assessments and tend to make higher grades in class. 

 A schedule of exam dates is included in this syllabus. Every student is expected to be present at the exam on the date listed. 

If you know in advance of a scheduling conflict with an exam, you must speak to the instructor in advance, by at least two weeks prior to the conflict, about the scheduling conflict and possible arrangements otherwise.

If a student misses a scheduled exam, the student may, with permission of the instructor, have the opportunity to make up an exam.  This opportunity is at the instructor’s discretion and may be granted based on the reason for the absence and the student’s timeliness and persistence in contacting their instructor. It is imperative that the student contact the instructor as soon as possible after the exam is missed. Exceptions are limited exclusively to immediate family member death or personal illness (with certification from a licensed physician).  There are no other exceptions.

Otherwise, failure to take any exam on the scheduled date without speaking to the instructor in advance and making acceptable arrangements in advance will result in the student earning a grade of zero (0) for that exam with NO make-up. 

No student will ever be exempted from taking any examination.
