	A study of the basic principles and practices of safety, health and nutrition as they relate to the early childhood setting, home and community for children birth through age eight. Also included is a study of principles of creating appropriate learning environments for young children. Field experience required. Three hours per week. F

In all Early Childhood Education syllabi and materials, the student will be referred to as the “candidate” based on the recommended terminology used by NAEYC (National Association for the Education of Young Children) Standards for Early Childhood Professional Preparation Programs.

1. Identify the practices for providing a safe indoor and outdoor environment to prevent and reduce injuries. (1c, 3b)

2. Demonstrate knowledge of the principles for safety, health, and nutrition practices in the early childhood setting. (1a, 1b, SS#3)

3. Demonstrate comprehension of how to establish an environment that contributes to the prevention of illness. (1a, 1c)

8. Use developmental knowledge to construct an interesting and enjoyable environment that encourages play and exploration, including children with special needs. (1a, 1b, 1c)
