Basic use of Lisp routines for shortcuts.  (Prerequisite:  ERG 2020 or permission of instructor.)

2. Produce custom toolbuttons, edit the macros of existing commands, produce custom toolbars, and flyout toolbars.

3. Create and use script files.

4. Produce a slideshow and adjust its viewability.

5. Create a web page for displaying drawings and assemblies.

6. Use Autoslip to create shortcuts.

7. Change the PGP file to create custom shortcuts and edit existing ones.

8. Create on-touch Accelerator keys in the MNS file. 

9. Differentiate which of the about 3 shortcuts methods is appropriate in a specific situation.

10. Use the right mouse button with modifier keys to do additional instructions to the software.

11. Change pulldown menus to more closely satisfy the users needs.

12. Create new pulldown menus. 

13. Create partial menus for organization of customized menus.

14. Use Image Tile Menus to give a visual cue when selecting blocks for insertion.

15. Create simple and complex linetypes to enhance drawings as only custom linetypes can.

16. Create simple hatch patterns to satisfy specific needs not addresssed by software.

17. Use lisp files for limitless control of drawing environment, including loading, autoloading, and running lisp files.

18. Recall the purpose of a file by its file extension.
