Course Description:

This course, a three credit-hour lecture class, is the second half of a two-
semester survey of human history.  It partially fulfills the world history requirement for the colleges and universities within the Tennessee Board of Regents system, as well as a number of other private and public colleges and universities inside and outside the state.  The course covers the history of humanity from the sixteenth century to the present. The lectures are topical in nature and are organized in a chronological format.

Learning Outcomes:

Students will demonstrate the ability to

· Analyze historical facts and interpretations concerning human history since 1700.

· Analyze and compare political, geographic, economic, social, cultural, religious, and intellectual institutions, structures and processes across the range of historical periods and cultures in human history since 1700.

· Recognize and articulate the diversity of human experience across the range of historical periods and the complexities of cultures and societies in human history since 1700.

· Draw on historical perspectives from human history since 1700 to evaluate contemporary problems and issues.

· Analyze the contributions of past cultures and societies in human history from 1700 to the contemporary world.

Assessments:
Learning outcomes will be assessed through the following methods.  There will be three term identification exams and three essay exams on the lectures and the readings.  Each of these exams will cover primarily the material in that third of the semester.  The final exam will consist of the third term and essay exams and a comprehensive essay exam.  Each of the three term exams will consist of eight terms I will select from study sheets available to you.  You will write a paragraph about each of five of these eight terms, of your choice, defining it and explaining its significance.  In the essay exams you will write on one of two essay questions that I will choose at the time of each exam.  The two essay questions on each essay exam will be taken from a list of five to six questions provided to you at the beginning of each third of the semester.  In the comprehensive essay exam you will write on one of two essay questions that I will select from a list of essay questions covering the material in the entire course.  In all the exams provide information from both the lectures and the texts.  You will not be allowed to use any books, notes, calculators, computers, or other aids in any of the exams.

Evaluation and Grading Procedures:
Your course grade will be based on the sum of the two highest scores from the three term exams, the two highest scores from the three essay exams, and the score from the comprehensive essay exam. In order to pass the course, you must take two of the three essay exams, two of the three term exams, and the comprehensive essay exam, regardless of your scores short of meeting this requirement.

In addition to the work outlined in point one, above, there also may be the opportunity for alternative assignments which can be completed to replace the lower scores of one or more of the required exams.  However, the scores of alternative assignments cannot be used to take the place of exams not taken.

Your course grade will be based on the number of points that you earn in the

class.  Below is a table of the number of points necessary to qualify for each letter grade.

I also take effort and improvement into account in the assignment of course grades.  In the assignment of the semester grade, a student's effort and/or improvement may make up for a shortage of a few points toward a particular grade.  In my evaluation of effort and improvement I consider in descending order of importance the completion of optional exams and alternative assignments, class attendance, improvement in test scores during the semester, and participation in class discussions.

Policy for making up missed exams:
You may ask to initiate arrangements to make up exams that you cannot take on their scheduled dates because of reasons beyond your control.  Please make such a request before the date of the exam you are going to miss, unless some last-minute emergency prevents you from contacting me.  If something does happen at the last minute, please call me the day of the exam or as soon as you are able, otherwise you will not be allowed to take the exam you missed.  It is your responsibility entirely to contact me about a request to make up an exam.  In order to make up an exam be prepared to provide written confirmation from a third party of the reasons why you could not take the test on the scheduled date.

Attendance Policy:
Class attendance and completion of the reading assignments are important.  You are responsible for all assigned readings in the text, according to the course outline.  These readings will provide necessary background for the lectures.  If you are having difficulties attending class meetings or keeping up with the reading assignments, please contact me.  Those students who miss no classes and are late for no classes through out the semester will earn five points to be applied to their point totals for the course.  Those students who are late for and/or miss only four classes during the semester will earn three points to be applied to their point totals for the course.

Withdrawal Information:
March 26 is the deadline for dropping this class with a grade of "W", which indicates that the student withdrew from the class and received no grade.  If you decide to drop this class but fail to do so by March 26, you will receive a grade for the course based on the work you completed, or did not complete.
