2. Recognize the rules that govern vehicle operation for law enforcement. 

3. Define an emergency vehicle under Tennessee Code Annotated.
4. Recognize the Tennessee Municipal League Guidelines for police pursuits.
5. Demonstrate proficiency with the three types of police driving, non-emergency, emergency, and pursuit with a minimum standard of 80%. 

6. Perform a vehicle inspection for serviceability and safety. 

7. Demonstrate the proper driving position using the law enforcement duty belt. 

8. Define and demonstrate threshold braking. 

9. Define the problems faced by divided attention driving on safety. 

10. Recognize aspects of the Smith Safe Driving System and apply these under stressful conditions. 

11. Recognize and apply aspects of the basic physical laws governing vehicle dynamics.
12. Demonstrate the ability to properly negotiate various turns and curves under dynamic stress. 

13. Demonstrate the proper skills for pursuit driving, including ability to maintain vehicle control despite stressors introduced, and ability to judge own ability and call off a pursuit in compliance with Tennessee Municipal League Model policy. 

14. Demonstrate proper sympathetic nervous system activation control while transitioning from a dynamic pursuit to a controlled felony apprehension under evaluation.
