	This is the sixth of seven nursing courses. The nursing philosophy and the eight core competencies provide the basis for increasingly complex theory, skills, and clinical experiences. The emphasis is on care of the adult with psychological alterations in homeostasis. Nursing clinical specialty areas include mental health care areas. 

1. Foundations of psychiatric/mental health nursing

2. Nursing care of patients experiencing patterns of ineffective coping

3. Nursing care of patients experiencing alterations in mental health

4. Promoting wellness through the lifespan

5. Nursing care of patients experiencing alterations in health related to the aging process
