III.
OVERVIEW:  

The goal of the Communication requirement is to enhance the effective use of the English language essential to students' success in school and in the world by way of learning to read and listen critically and to write and speak thoughtfully, clearly, coherently, and persuasively. Focus will be on the
following objectives:

A.
Introduction to rhetorical features such situation, audience, purpose, and
diversity of positions as they relate to public communication (General Education Goal 1).
B.
Practice in topic selection and development of supporting evidence and

proof aimed at achieving a specific goal (General Education Goal 2).
C.
Mastery of rhetorical strategies for developing topics based on

the speaker’s purpose and topic including organizational patterns and


research skills (General Education Goal 3).

D.
Engagement in the full process of speech preparation from invention


to delivery, including the revision process (General Education Goal 4).

E.
Provision of a forum that allows practice in oral presentations with a


focus on correct language usage (General Education Goal 5).

F.
In-depth review of research sources and documentation procedures related to developing rhetorical outcomes including informative, persuasive, policy, and ceremonial formats (General Education Goal 6).
G.
Investigation of critical thinking skills related to soundness of evidence, reasoning, and ethics (General Education Goal 7).
IV.
LEARNING OUTCOMES: The student completing Public Speaking will demonstrate the ability to

A.    Analyze and evaluate oral and/or written expression by listening, 

reading critically for, and developing elements that reflect an awareness of situation, audience, purpose, and diverse points of view (General Education Goal 1).

B.
Distill a primary purpose into a single, compelling statement and order and develop major points in a reasonable and convincing manner based on that purpose (General Education Goal 2).

C. 
Develop appropriate rhetorical patterns (i.e. informative, persuasive, policy, ceremonial, impromptu) and other special functions (i.e. research, analysis, and documentation formats) while demonstrating sentence outlining and speaking skills from process to product (General Education Goal 3).

D.
Understand that writing and speaking processes include procedures such as planning, organizing, composing, revising, and editing (General Education Goal 4).

E.
Make written and oral presentations employing correct diction, syntax, usage, grammar, and mechanics (General Education Goal 5).

F.
Manage and coordinate basic information gathered from multiple sources for the purposes of problem solving and decision-making (General Education Goal 6).

G.
Recognize the use of evidence, analysis, and persuasive strategies including basic distinctions among opinions, facts, and inferences. (General Education Goal 7).

V.
ASSESSMENTS:

A.
Students will prepare a complete sentence, typed outline for and deliver four major (4-8 min.) speeches. Two of these four must require research and documentation. One of each of the following types of speeches is required: Informative, Persuasive, and Special Occasion (General Education Goals 1-7).

B. 
One of the four major speeches will require students to investigate and research a controversial issue, including the alternative positions constituting the issue, and will focus on identifying problems and solutions (General Education Goals 1-7).

C.
Students will prepare a complete sentence, written outline for and deliver two short (2-4 min.) speeches that will focus on developing outlining and delivery skills (General Education Goals 1-7).

D.
Students will engage in one short (2-4 min) impromptu performance that will focus primarily on delivery skills (General Education Goal 1, 2, 3, 5).

E.
Two objective tests will be administered to assess students' comprehen-sion of communication concepts introduced in the text and in class lectures related to critical thinking/reasoning, organization, research, and ethics (General Education Goals 1-7).

F. 
Students will complete a Pre-test and Post-test (General Education Goals 1-7).


VI.
EVALUATION AND GRADING PROCEDURES:

Each instructor will determine the weight and content of each assignment and will determine the grade scale for their section. The semester grade will be comprised of the following required assignments:
Three (2-4 min.) Speeches:  One must be an impromptu speech and the other 



two require complete sentence outlines (may be handwritten).

Four (4-8 min.) Speeches:  One of each of the following types of speeches is 

required—Informative, Persuasive, and Ceremonial. Two of the four speeches require research and documentation. All four major speeches

require a complete sentence, typed outline.


Two Objective Tests


*Three of the four major (4-8 min.) speeches must be completed with at least

  a (C-) or above to receive credit for the course. All four must be seriously

  attempted.

         **Instructors may also include grades/assignments for homework, extra credit,

  group activities, etc. These may not comprise more than 15% of the final


  grade.
