	Sociology is the scientific study of human society and social interaction.  The goals of this course are to stimulate an interest in sociology and practical aspects of sociology.  The major topics are:

· Social structure: a description of social roles, groups and types of societies

· Culture and society: an analysis of normative systems and socio-cultural change

· Collectivities: a study of primary groups, formal and informal organizations

· Social patterns: a view of the patterns of conformity, deviance, and stratification
